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Kwansel Gakuin University's new School of Policy Studies has a central theme of
human ecology and sustainable development. What is human ecology? Does human
ecology have a body of theory? What is the significance of human ecology for policy
studies. Dr. Marten will discuss how the theory of complex systems provides a
conceptual framework for human ecology and for applying human ecology to practical
problems. He will illustrate the ideas with examples from the on-going battle between
humans, mosguitoes, and diseases such as malaria and dengue hemorrhagic fever.
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
